Guides in colonial attire, will take you on a tour of the historic area of Annapolis and the US Naval Academy.  Your tour will include the interior of Maryland’s historic State House, the country’s oldest state capitol in continuous legislative use.  This is where in 1783 George Washington resigned as Commander-in-chief, and where each year, Maryland’s General Assembly meets for 90 days.

A short distance from the State House you will visit St. John’s College.  St. John’s traces it beginnings from King William’s School established in 1696.  One of its early graduates was Francis Scott Key.  On this campus are many fine examples of architecture from the 18th, 19th and 20th centuries.

Continuing through the historic area, on your way to the Naval Academy, you will pass many 18th and 19th century mansions. In the shadow of these beautiful buildings, your guide will share with you some history of the famous statesmen that built these magnificent structures.

Founded in 1845, the United States Naval Academy is home to 4000 of our country’s future naval leaders.  As you tour this beautiful campus (The Yard), you will experience the sense of military tradition and heritage everywhere.  Your visit will include the interiors of the Naval Academy Chapel, the Crypt of John Paul Jones, and Bancroft Hall Dormitory. (Dahlgren Hall & Preble Hall upon request with time permitting)
